Credit:  10 (year)






Level 3 is taught mainly in Spanish.  The student will develop listening comprehension, speaking ability, reading proficiency, cultural awareness, and creative writing skills.  These skills will be developed through oral activities, composition writing, cultural activities, and discussions.

	Enduring Understandings

Negotiating between tenses in Spanish (including present, preterite, imperfect, commands, future, conditional, and the perfect tenses).  

Applying the correct use of vocabulary appropriately according to context.

Gaining a perspective of other cultures and people through reading authentic text and other cultural activities.
Expressing oneself through written means in the target language.
Applying knowledge of the language in order to interpret meaning of the spoken language and be able to respond and express opinions appropriately.

What vocabulary should be used in specific situations to express yourself best?

How can you use Spanish to understand other cultures and people?

How can you use everything you have learned to communicate effectively in Spanish either orally or through writing?

What can be gained through learning Spanish?

How can learning Spanish benefit me both personally and professionally?


	


	Essential Learnings

Students will be able to:

Communicate about daily activities, special events, camping, competitions, fine arts, performing arts, health and nutrition, physical fitness, relationships, and careers and professions.
Utilize the following verb tenses:  present, preterite, imperfect, present perfect, future, conditional, commands, and subjunctive.  
Differentiate when to use the following grammar concepts:  preterite vs. imperfect, ser vs. estar, and por vs. para.

Understand spoken Spanish and respond in an appropriate manner.

Gain understanding of different cultures and people through readings, history, and culture.  

	Key Assignments and Assessments

Students will be expected to complete daily assignments/homework, projects, vocabulary and grammar quizzes, and a performance assessment for each chapter.  Students will also have a cumulative final exam and final project at the end of each semester.

Use of technology (power point presentations, laptop, etc.) is required.  Direct instruction will be provided primarily via videos on the Internet but can also be requested on a flash drive or CD.
