Level 2 is taught mainly in Spanish.  Level 2 reviews basic grammatical structures and continues the study of grammar, vocabulary, and culture. Students further develop skills in understanding, reading, speaking, and writing through short stories, articles, oral presentations, and written exercises when applicable.

	Enduring Understandings

Negotiating between tenses in Spanish (including present, preterite, reflexive verbs, imperfect, commands, future).

Expressing oneself through written means in the target language.
Applying knowledge of the language in order to interpret meaning of the spoken language and be able to respond appropriately.

	Essential Learnings

Students will be able to:

Communicate about daily activities, extracurricular activities, shopping, modes of transportation, how to give directions, describing childhood, physical description, parts of the body, family members, and food vocabulary. 
Utilize the following verb tenses:  present, preterite, imperfect, future, formal and informal commands.  
Differentiate when to use the following grammar concepts:  preterite vs. imperfect, ser vs. estar, and por vs. para.

Understand spoken Spanish and respond in an appropriate manner.

Gain understanding of different cultures and people through readings, history, and culture.  

	Key Assignments and Assessments

Students will be expected to complete daily assignments/homework, projects, vocabulary and grammar quizzes, and a performance assessment for each chapter.  Students will also have a cumulative final exam and final project at the end of each semester.

Use of technology (power point presentations, laptop, etc.) is required.  Some direct instruction will be provided via videos on the Internet but can also be requested on a flash drive or CD.  

	Grading Policy*

This class will be using a weighted grading system.  The grades will be weighted into the following categories:

· 60% quizzes, end of chapter performance assessments, major projects, and final exam
· 30% graded homework, class work, formative speaking assessments (some projects)
